Scholarship Awards 

Scholarship awards will be $500 each. The criteria for each scholarship will be a 
combination of the applicant's academic success, school and or community involvement 
and financial need. Scholarships will be awarded in May of 2010. 

Application 

Applications are to be submitted at www.friartux.com/schools. Completed applications 
must be submitted by April 15th, 2010. Each application must include:  

1. A basic application form (filled out online)  
2. Personal essay outlining your need for the scholarship (either uploaded as a PDF, 

Word document, or pasted into the appropriate form field)  
3. A copy of an official transcript showing 1st semester senior grades (uploaded in PDF 

or JPG format)  
4. Two signed letters of recommendation (uploaded in PDF or JPG format)

scholarships will be delivered at an awards ceremony (TBD).
